Weather Discussion:

Mostly fair weather is expected across St. Vincent and the Grenadines (SVG) over the
next 12 to 18 hours as a high-pressure system remains the dominant feature. Any
shower activity will be brief and localized. Thereafter, model guidance suggests a
northward movement of equatorial moisture and instability will bring increasing
cloudiness and shower activity, with a possibility of thunderstorms from Sunday
through Tuesday. Residents and motorists in flood-prone areas or near rivers and
streams should remain alert.

Easterly to northeasterly winds ranging between 15 to 25 km/h (9 to 16 mph) will
persist throughout the forecast period. Sea conditions are slight to moderate in open
waters with swells peaking near 1.0m on the western coasts and near 1.8m on the
east coasts. Northerly swells are generating occasional rip currents. A Marine
Advisory is currently in effect for SVG until 6:00 PM Monday, December 29, 2025.
